Location

Startup

Operation - C120TLS & C120TLSS models

Swilch (S) - see Fig.3

‘With the selector swilch, Lhe fan can be switched on or the heat sotling selected, The power indicaling fight
lluminates (sea ‘2" in Fig. 2) when the Switch (s) is tumed on.

Thermostat (T)-sea Fig.3

In order 1o maintain a certain room temperalure, se1the controller fo ‘max.. Operata the appliance at full power
until the required room temperature is reached. Sel back the thermostalic conlroller until tha appliance swilcheg
off with an audible ‘click’, This lemperature will be kept almost constant by the thermostalic cantrol switching on
and off aulomatically. Please nole thal the appliance can only ba swilched an whan the thermostat setlingis higher
than the room temperature,

With the cantrol knob (T} set to % and the control knob (S)selto lhcl:! required heating outpu! the appliance swilches

on Ically when the ire falls below 45°C . | +8°C.

‘The heat output is conlrolied electronically, according lo the raom temperalure, When the unit is plugged in the
power light iluminates (see '2" in Fig. 2). The unit is now in stand by mode. The power light will remain It until
the healer is disconnecied from the power outlel,

Pressing the Stand by hutton see Table 1 and Fig 4 will start the heater. Pressing the Stand by button again will
retum the heater to siand by mode. Upan tuming the healer an, the unit will be in Auto heating mode wilh a sel
lemperature of 35°C. The sel lemperature, healing mode and fan icons appear on the display - see
Table 2 and Fig. 7. The current air temperature will also appear on the display. The display is back it and lo conserve
energy the back light will lum off after 15 seconds If no control butions have bean pressed. Ilthe Mode, Cscillating
or Timar button (sea Table 1 and Fig. 4} is prassed, the back light will turn on again.

In Auto heating mode the set temperalure can be adjusted as desired using the Up/Down bullons (see
Table 1 and Fig. 4), localed on the control panel. Frassing the Mode bulton salacts the heating mode. Pressing
the Made button will cycle the healer through tha healing modes Aulo mode/Fan only/Low heat/High heat. By
pressing this butlon once Fan only moda is selectad, pressing twice provides Low heat mode, pressing three
limes High heal moda is selecied. Pressing the Mode button once mare retumns the heater to Auto heat mode.
When the heater is in Low heal, High heat ar Fananly mode the current airtemperatura will appear on the display,
Ihe set temperature indicator will not be displayed — see Tabla 2 and Fig.7.

Note: |l swilched to stand by mode the healer will retain its last heat selling. The last haat setting will be cleared
from memory once the healer is disconnected from the power outfat.

Thennostat

Press tho Mode bullon until the display shows Auto heal mode - ses Table 2 and Flg. 4. To adjusi the sel
lemperature, press “+" 1o increase tha temperature and *" lo decraase the temperature - see Tahle 1 and
Fig. 4, The sel temperalure can be adjusled from 5°C to 35°C and thig will be shown on the display. When the air
temperature rises above the sel lemperature, the heat will swilch of but thafanwill cantinus to run for approximately
20 seconds. Whan the air temperature drops below the set temperature, the unit will come back on,

Note: When in heating moda if the unit is set 1o sland by mode the fan will continue to run for approximaltely 20
seconds.

Runback Timer Mode - C120LCD & C120LCDS modals only -

The healer is fitted with a run-back imer feature which can be £6tin any of the operaling modes — Auto, Fan only,
Low heat or High heat mode. The run time can be sel by pressing the, Timer button - see Table 1 and
Fig. 4. I the Timer symbol {see Table 2)is nal shown pressing the Timer bullon once activates timer mode and
“THF" will appear on tha display - see Flg. 4. Pressing the Timer bulan again will advanca the set running time
1o "2HA" and this will appear on the display. If the timer bullon is pressed and held the hour display continues to
count up until *8HR" appears on the display, At this point releasing and pressing the Timer button again will
deactivala the timer moda and the Timer symbol will disappear from the display but tha healer will conlinue to run.
Once the runtime has been sat the heater will run and the Timer symbol will remain on the display unti the sot
lima runs out. A1 this point the heatar will switch to stand by mode. To tum the haealer back on, press the Stand
by button.

Oscillating Funclion — C120LCD" & C120LCDS madels only - see Fig. 5

This heater Is provided with an oscillaling function. When tha Osclllation button is pressed (see Table 1 and Fig.
4} the healer will oscillale back and forth. Press the Osciltation button again and the oscillation will Stop.

Safety Cut-out

The heateris fitted with & thermal cut-out, If the airinlet or outlet grilles are restricted in anyway the cut-oul switches
the heater off automatically. To bring tha heater back Into operation, remove the causa of over heating then unplug
tha unil from the electricily supply lor a few minutes. When the hoater has cooled sufficiently reconnect and switch
on the healer. *

FuseLink

Athenmal fuse link Is provided as an added safaty feature. Ithe luse link operates and opens circuil i Is tha result
ofab rheating within the appli and servicing of the appliance by a campeleni service engineer will
be required in arder to ensure the future safe operalion af the beater. Customer services shouldba contacted, who
will amange tha replacement of any faulty pans and tha fitting of a new fuse link.

Air Filler— C120L.CD & C120LCDS models only - see Fig. 6

This healer is pravided with an air filter. Dus! and fluff can accumulale in tha filter and to avoid overhealing of the
element the filler should be cleaned when required. To clean the fiter remove the filter bracket fram the back of
the heater—see ‘A'in Fig. 6, The lilter {see ‘B in Flg.6) can be taken from the filler bracket and dust or flulf can
then ba removed using a vacuum cleaner. When cleaning of the filter Is complete the filtar should be refitted lo
the filter brackel. The filtar brackat should than be refitted to the rear of the product.

MNote: Disconnect the healer from the power supply before cleaning the filter,

Tha appliance is provided with a handla for easy camying

Cleaning

vacuum cleansr o brush.. Da not use any abrasive or caustic cleaning agenis!- Do not use any llammable
cleaning agents e.g. petrol or spiiit for cleaning the appli .- Neveri the appli in water! Danger
to lifel- Alr inlat- and outlst area should be cleaned with a vacuum cleaner regularly- If the appliance is not used
lor extended periods, il must be prolected against excessive dust and din.
