Appliance installation must be carried out in accordance with the Escea 1B850
Installation Instructions, Escea IB850 Outer Skin Kit Installation Instructions,
Australian Standards AS 5601 / AG 601—2000 Gas Installations and any other
relevant building or gas appliance statutory regulations.

The Free Standing Unit must be used with an IB850 Outer Skin Kit.

The Free Standing Unit should be assembled and fixed to the floor before the
installation of the Outer Skin Kit. Ensure that gas and electricity services to the gas
appliance have been taken into account before finalising the Free Standing Unit
position.

The following parts are required in order to install your IB850 Free Standing Unit:

1 x IB850 Free Standing Unit 2 X @200mm Outer Flue 1 x Ceiling Trim Plate
(depending on ceiling height) 2 x 100-200mm Spider

Also @100mm flue and appropriate liners, flue termination and spiders to sulit the
height of your individual installation (not pictured)

the installer and should be completed in accordance with local regulations
